The surrendered Naxalites
have made many revelations, ac-

cording to which the big Naxalite
leaders harass the small Naxalite
cadres. They are not allowed to
raise the family in the Naxalite

organization.

Significantly, the cases of sur-
render or arrest of Naxalite or
division level leaders of a large
cadre of Naxal organization op-
erating in Bastar are very less.
Since the year 2016, the pace of
surrender in Bastar has in-
creased significantly. Police say
