CBI to probe all pending beach sand mining cases

“HENCE, based on the reports 
and materials available, the CBI 
is directed to register criminal 
cases and launch investigation,” 
the bench ordered, adding that 
any related cases pending with 
the state police shall also be 
handed over to the CBI.

The court also directed the 
CBI director to constitute re-
quired number of  special inves-
tigation teams with expertise 
and high integrity to hold the in-

vestigations. The key issues for 
the CBI to investigate are: The 
modus operandi of  the illegal 
BSM mining mafia; the role of  
the officials responsible for the 
loss; corruption and connivance 
of  officials with private compa-
nies; and role of  officials in arbi-
trary royalty settlement to ben-
efit illegal miners. 

A multi-disciplinary investi-
gation is also required to probe 
the crucial finding of  high con-
centration of  monazite in the 
processed stocks and whether 

monazite was exported by the 
mining company as it is matter 
of  national security, the court 
said. The ‘illegal inclusion’ of  
monazite by the state govern-
ment without prior sanction 
from the union government in 
the list of  minerals leased out for 
mining has to be probed to cull 
out the political-executive-pri-
vate miners nexus, the court 
ordered.

It upheld the reports and find-
ings of  IAS officers, Gagandeep 
Singh and Satyabrata Sahoo, 

and the court appointed amicus 
curiae V Suresh on the illegal 
mining of  beach sand minerals 
in Thoothukudi, Tirunelveli and 
Kanniyakumari. 

 “The state is directed to recov-
er the cost of  minerals and roy-
alty as per the findings in the 
amicus report relating to post 
ban period which held the 1.5 
crore tonnes of  BSMs found by 
Sahoo panel in 2018 and 1.40 
crore tonnes of  BSM stocks 
found by the revised report as il-
legally mined and processed.”

‘Samsung using contract staff for production’

THE protests outside Samsung show-
rooms across the state will be followed 
by an agitation outside the office of  
the Deputy Commissioner of  Labour, 
who is also the conciliation officer, at 
Irungattukottai in Kancheepuram, 
said CITU members.

The workers that TNIE spoke to 
said that over 500 workers – who are 
part of  the sit-in protest — have not 
left the premises for nearly two weeks. 
A worker said, “These workers have 
been allocated a spot for the strike 
and are forced to use only three toilets 
designated for them. If  a worker de-
cides to leave for medical reasons or 
to meet their families, their access 
cards are blocked and they are not al-
lowed entry again.” 

Calling the strike “illegal”, sources 
in Samsung said the protesters have 
been provided with access to toilets 
and food although they had not been 
working since February 5. Denying 
claims that the three workers were 
suspended without any valid reason, 
the sources said around 300 workers 
had allegedly attempted to forcefully 
enter the management offices on the 
second floor, prompting the action.

With a section of  the workforce not 
on duty, CITU Kancheepuram secre-
tary E Muthukumar said contract 
workers are being recruited by Sam-
sung and are “unlawfully involved 
directly in the production line”. CITU 
sources said that around 200 such 
contract staffers have been recruited 
by Samsung. 

A worker told TNIE, “Contract 
staff  are generally engaged as helpers 
in the assembly line and are not di-
rectly involved in the production 
line.” Samsung sources, however, said 
they were maintaining production 
primarily by engaging their perma-

nent staff  on a rotational basis. 
“While we do have outside help, which 
is not illegal, the numbers are very 
few,” a source said. A senior official 
from the labour department told 
TNIE that conciliation talks have 
been ongoing and at least three 
rounds of  talks have been held since 
January 31. “We are providing both 
parties with alternative options that 
will help resolve the issue amicably,” 
the official said.

Samsung, in a statement, said, “A 
section of  our workers is engaged in 
illegal strike within the Chennai fac-
tory premises, while most of  our dedi-
cated workers continue to ensure that 
production remains uninterrupted. 
We have filed official complaints with 
the relevant authorities against cer-
tain employees who have violated the 
company policy. At Samsung, we are 
compliant with all applicable laws.” 

The sit-in protest is the second 
large-scale organised protest by the 
workers after their 37-day strike that 
commenced on September 9 seeking 
improved wages, working hours, and 
the registration and subsequent rec-
ognition of  the SIWU. The protests 
were called off  after the intervention 
of  the state government.

Nepali student suicide at KIIT sparks tension
Nepal PM Oli expresses concern; Odisha university which asked protesting students to vacate campus drops move later

A 20-year-old Nepali student’s 
suicide after allegedly being 
harassed by a fellow student on 
Sunday evening sparked tension 
at KIIT University here while 
drawing intervention from the 
government of  the former’s 
country.

While students held campus-
wide protests which threatened 
to spill out of  control, the uni-
versity on Monday morning 
asked the international students 
from the neighbouring country 
to vacate the campus but re-
voked the decision later in the 
day as it invited diplomatic in-
tervention by Nepal. Expressing 
concern on the matter, Nepal 

Prime Minister KP Sharma Oli 
took to social media to inform 
that two officers from the coun-
try’s Embassy in New Delhi 
were dispatched to Odisha to 
look into it.

The victim, a third year B 
Tech student, ended her life by 
hanging at about 4.30 pm on 
Sunday when her roommates 
were away to attend the univer-
sity’s annual fest. The incident 
led to outrage among other stu-
dents from Nepal who launched 
a strong protest. 

The students alleged that the 
victim had earlier reached out to 
the international relations of-
fice of  the university and report-
ed the abuse but no action was 
taken. They alleged the authori-

ties asked them to vacate the 
hostels and dropped them off  at 
Cuttack railway station without
any support to travel back home. 
There are about 500 Nepali stu-
dents studying in KIIT.

As the matter grabbed 
attention, a post on Ne-
pal Prime Minister’s of-
ficial Facebook page 
said his government 
was working on the is-
sue through diplomatic 
channels. “Our Embassy 
in New Delhi has dispatched two 
officers to counsel Nepali stu-
dents affected in Odisha. Addi-
tionally, arrangements have 
been made to ensure they have 
the option to either remain in 
their hostel or return home, 

based on their preference,” Oli’s 
post on X stated. With the issue 
ballooning into a huge contro-
versy, the KIIT authorities is-
sued a fresh notice in the evening 
saying, “Students from Nepal 

who wish to continue to 
stay in the hostels are al-
lowed to do so. The uni-
versity authorities are 
encouraging the stu-
dents to stay in the cam-

pus.” In the notice, the 
university said alternative 

arrangements for classes will be 
made once the Nepali students, 
who have left, return to the 
campus.

State Higher Education min-
ister Suraj Suryabanshi termed 
as the sine die closure decision 

of  the private university as un-
fortunate. “The state govern-
ment is seized of  the matter and 
the accused has been arrested,” 
he told mediapersons. Earlier on 
Sunday, the girl’s cousin, a third-
year B Tech student of  the uni-
versity, lodged a complaint with 
Infocity police station in Bhu-
baneswar in the connection. In 
his complaint, he mentioned the 
accused was blackmailing his 
sister which forced her to take 
the extreme step. The accused 
was later nabbed by police from 
Bhubaneswar airport.
