FOR six months, Akshay 
(name changed), an expat in 
Dubai, had been experiencing 
abdominal bloating sensation, 
pain in the abdomen, and con-
stipation. He even consulted 
two hospitals in Dubai and 

Kerala, and underwent several tests to 
diagnose his symptoms. However, the re-
sults always came back with no findings 
of  pathological symptoms. As his condi-
tion did not improve, he was recom-
mended for a detailed examination, and 
the findings were mind-boggling. “The 
tests found he has had anxious personal-
ity traits for a long time, along with his-
tory that contributed to it. He was con-
stantly thinking about symptoms related 
to cancer. We explained to him how stress 
in the mind can translate to physical 
symptoms in the body and how gut-brain 
access works,” said Dr Kathleen Anne 
Mathew, consultant in psychiatry at Am-
rita Hospital, Kochi. 

After the patient came to realise that 
his stress and anxiety was causing phys-
ical discomfort, he showed over 50% im-
provement after taking treatment and 
managing his anxiety. According to Dr 
Kathleen, these days, a lot of  stressed-
out youngsters especially in their 20s 
and early 30s are coming for treatment. 
“When stress becomes chronic, it can 
have serious effects on both physical and 
cognitive levels in the long-term. Chron-
ic stress can result in increased heart 
rate and blood pressure. When it pro-
longs for a long period, it can take a toll 
on the body. There is an increase in the 
proportion of  people presenting with 
cardiovascular conditions,” she said.

Stress can have effects on physical and 
mental well-being, and the management 
of  stress plays an important role. Stress 
can lead to physical and mental morbid-
ity and can cause ageing. “Stress is a 
part of  life. It is the skill to manage stress 
that makes the difference. No stress is 
also not good. Sustained stress is not 
good for the overall health of  a person. It 
makes us vulnerable to issues with ac-
celerated ageing. Stress is bound to oc-
cur at various stages of  life, in various 
roles, and at work. However, people 
should develop skills to manage 
stress,” said Dr CJ John, a 
senior psychiatrist 
based in Kochi. 

Effects on ageing
According to the 
study published in 
the US in 2020 - The 
Link between Chronic 
Stress and Accelerated 
Ageing - people exposed to 
chronic stress even age rap-
idly. “The telomeres in their 
cells of  all types shorten faster. In-
flammation is another important fea-
ture of  stress that, along with ageing, 
accounts for the phenomenon of  inflam-
mation. In addition to ageing itself, in-
flammaging can contribute to the devel-
opment of  several pathologies, including 
atherosclerosis, diabetes, hypertension, 

and others,” states the study. Inflammag-
ing is a chronic, low-grade inflammation 
that occurs with ageing.

Chronic stress can be a silent accelera-
tor of  the ageing process, insidiously 
eroding our physical and mental well-
being, says Gana PC, clinical psycholo-
gist at Aster Medcity, Kochi. “When we 
are trapped in a cycle of  stress, our mind 
can become mired in a toxic mix of  nega-
tive thoughts, emotions, and behaviours. 
This can trigger a cascade of  biochemi-
cal reactions that undermine our resil-
ience, weaken our immune system, and 
damage our cellular health. As a result, 
we may experience a range of  debilitat-
ing effects, from cognitive fog and emo-
tional dysregulation to premature age-
ing and increased vulnerability to 
disease,” she said. The number of  young-
sters who present with gut issues related 
to stress is also increasing. “Many indi-

viduals present with gastric bloating, 
abdominal pain, and multiple gastric 
symptoms, which can be precipitated by 
stress. Stress can affect brain-gut access 
— that is, the communication between 
nerves in the brain and the gut. At the 
mind and gut clinic here, we have no-
ticed that there is an increase in the 
number of  young people presenting with 
abdominal pain, bloating, constipation, 
and other gastric symptoms caused by 
stress,” she said, adding that individuals 
in their 30s and 20s with unhealthy eat-
ing patterns, poor exercise, smoking, 
and alcohol can lead to metabolic disor-
ders. Along with the physical effects, 
stress can also lead to issues in brain 
functions. “When somebody has psycho-
logical stress, it can affect their cognitive 
processes. People who experience long-
term stress can also have accelerated 
cognitive decline,” added Dr Kathleen. 

The lifestyle factor
As people move away from their comfort 
zones and migrate to new cities in search 

of  better opportunities, especial-
ly youngsters, the expecta-

tions and pressure to de-
liver are leading to 
anxiety and burnout. 
This is exacerbated by 

lack of  traditional support 
networks.“The changing 

landscape of  modern life has 
created a perfect storm of  stres-

sors that are disproportionately 
affecting younger generations. The 

pressures of  social media, academic 
expectations, and uncertain career 

prospects can be overwhelming, leading 
to increased rates of  anxiety, depression, 
and burnout among youngsters. Fur-
thermore, the erosion of  traditional sup-
port networks and the rise of  loneliness 
have exacerbated the problem. I have 
seen firsthand the devastating impact of  

chronic stress on young minds and bod-
ies. We need to acknowledge this grow-
ing crisis and work towards creating a 
more supportive and compassionate en-
vironment for our youth,” said Gana.

“One major reason for increased 
stress among youngsters is the disturbed 
sleep-wake cycles. Youngsters are awake 
till midnight and sleep only for a few 
hours. They go to work without suffi-
cient sleep. Also, improper eating hab-
its, junk foods, skipping breakfast, hav-
ing a heavy dinner, and going to bed 
immediately after dinner can contribute 
to stress. It can lead to metabolism dis-
orders, and can cause vascular demen-
tia. Alcohol and substance abuse, smok-
ing, etc. can also lead to cognitive 
impairment,” added Dr Arun. 

Another concern is overconsumption 
of  online content. “Brain rot, the deterio-
ration of  the mental and intellectual 
state of  a person, is one of  the major is-
sues youngsters are facing due to over-
consumption of  online content, reels, etc. 
People who spend time online uncontrol-
lably are inviting problems at a cognitive 
level. Allocating time for other activities 
is also important. People who are work-
ing on a computer five days a week should 
ensure they are engaged in off-screen ac-
tivities on off  days,” added Dr John.

Social  support and good sleep
“Reversing the effects of  chronic stress 
requires a multi-faceted approach that 
incorporates self-care, stress manage-
ment techniques, and social support. 
Mindfulness practices, such as medita-
tion and deep breathing, can help calm 
the nervous system and reduce stress 
hormones. Engaging in regular exercise, 
healthy eating, and adequate sleep can 
also help mitigate the effects of  stress. 
Additionally, building strong social con-
nections and seeking support from loved 
ones, friends, or mental health profes-
sionals can provide a sense of  security 
and belonging,” said Gana.

Dr Arun said that lifestyle modifica-
tions and techniques can help in coun-
tering ageing. “Ensure 8 hours of  sleep 
at night. Practise sleep hygiene tech-
niques to ensure good sleep. Regular re-
laxation techniques like deep breathing 
exercises, progressive muscle relaxa-
tion, meditation, or mindfulness tech-
niques can also help. Healthy social con-
nectivity, healthy family relationships, 
etc. can also help.  “If  middle-aged people 
can meet and reconnect with their 
friends from schools and colleges, it 
would be better. It can make them men-
tally much younger. Because those are 
populations we have met and engaged 
with even before we became employees 
or employers, and they have accepted us 
as human beings. It can make us feel ex-
tremely young,” he added.

“Social support can affect psychologi-
cal well-being and can be a buffer for 
stress in individuals. So the perception 
of  being supported by close ones when 
somebody is stressed can encourage the 
use of  adaptive coping strategies that 
promote mental well-being and prevent 
the deleterious effects of  stress,” added 
Dr Kathleen.

F
IVE years after the global outbreak of  Covid-19, the 
human metapneumovirus (HMPV) is grabbing 
headlines as China has reportedly been witnessing 
a surge in cases, especially among children and eld-
erly people. The central government has been alert 
and closely monitoring the respiratory and season-

al flu cases across the country. Initially identified in 2001, 
HMPV is a major cause of  acute respiratory infections 
worldwide, especially in children, older adults, and indi-
viduals with weakened immune systems. It is found to be 
more common during winter and early spring.

Dr Srivatsa Lokeshwaran, head of  interventional pul-
monology and lung transplant department at Aster 
Whitefield Hospital, Bengaluru, said the number of  cases 
being reported in China, especially in the northern parts, 
has been on the rise. “Although HMPV is an old virus, a 
new mutation could have led to the recent spike in infec-
tions. As HMPV does not have definitive treatment, only 
supportive care like most viruses is recommended. Since 
there is no vaccine for it, prevention is the best way for-
ward,” he said. With symptoms similar to the common 
cold, the virus often causes upper respiratory infections 
and can sometimes cause lower respiratory infections 
like pneumonia, asthma flare-ups, and make chronic ob-
structive pulmonary disease (COPD) worse. Its incuba-
tion period can vary between three to six days.

WHAT IS HMPV?
Human metapneumovirus is a non-segmented single-
stranded RNA virus from the paramyxoviridae family. 
HMPV is unlike the corona virus as it usually affects chil-
dren under 12 years, and elderly people. Believed to have 
originated from birds, the virus spreads through respira-
tory droplets, direct contact, or contaminated surfaces,
making it highly transmissible in community settings.
The usual symptoms are running nose, sneezing, cough, 
breathlessness, wheezing and high grade fever, some-
times leading to bronchiolitis as well as pneumonia. The 
virus binds to the mucosa of  the nose and enters lungs. 

Though the symptoms of  HMPV resemble the common 
cold, it can lead to severe illness in some individuals in 
first infections, putting young children at higher risk of  
complications while subsequent infections typically re-
sult in milder and cold-like symptoms, said Dr Niroj 
Mishra, a Bhubaneswar-based senior internal medicine 
specialist. “The virus can cause severe illness in older 
adults, especially those with pre-existing respiratory con-
ditions, and people with weakened immune systems. Af-
ter the global health crisis caused by the Covid-19 pan-
demic, HMPV is a reminder of  the need for global vigilance 
against emerging zoonotic respiratory viruses,” Dr 
Mishra said. 

NO CAUSE FOR PANIC
HMPV is an already circulating virus in India and was 
first identified in 2001. “It does not cause fatality in most 
patients and many times it is self  limiting,” Dr Such-
ismitha Rajamanya, head of  Internal Medicine Depart-
ment at Aster Whitefield Hospital, said.
